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History of Christmas Boxes at St. Bernard’s
A parish as old as St. Bernard’s has many traditions around our spiritual life, support of family and community activities & parishioners living the gospel message in their daily lives. “Strong roots, new growth…Building our future”, is the motto that was chosen by parishioners a few years ago when we considered our parish vision.  One such tradition has been the preparation of Christmas Boxes for those in need. This charitable deed can be traced back more than 60 years in our parish. Throughout the years individuals such as Mary Weatherby, Dorothy Duplessis, Veronica MacDonald, Connie LeBlanc, Valerie Byron and Angela Kinden worked tirelessly to coordinate with parishioners the financial, transportation & delivery means to obtain & share provisions. It began as a small gesture with a few boxes, then a few dozen. For many years the numbers were around 75, which was a large amount for a single parish to manage. Throughout this time collaboration with the Salvation Army, Headstart, East End Boys & Girls Club for coordination of lists, avoided duplication. Organizations within the parish (Catholic Women’s League, Ladies Auxillary-Knights of Columbus Council 1310), parishioners and sponsors have financially supported this initiative. Numbers continued to rise, to last year’s staggering count of 190 boxes, which strained the capacity of volunteers & space to prepare the boxes. The Christmas Boxes mean more than just food; to those receiving the box, it is a message of caring at a time of year that is filled with mixed feelings of joy and loneliness. For those working on the Christmas Boxes, it has been an opportunity to give of ourselves at this special time of year. The Christmas Boxes are one of several initiatives of our Social Justice Ministry in the parish. The Social Justice & Community Life Committee members come from the 1,150 families of St. Bernard's Church, a strong and vibrant Christian community with roots dating back 125 years in Moncton. We are a welcoming congregation of brothers & sisters who gather for communal worship. Our Social Justice & Community Life vision is to help restore dignity of life for the poor & marginalized people. Our mission is to respond to the needs of the poor, lonely, downtrodden, misunderstood & vulnerable in our Parish Community.  Our parish will continue to work for the benefit of those in need, however over the next few years there will be a transition to the majority of the Christmas Boxes being done through The Moncton Food Bank, where many of the individuals are already registered. The boxes we do at the parish will be those of unexpected, immediate & unforeseen need. This should bring our St. Bernard’s numbers back to those of past years, while respecting the plans of the food banks in the region to offer better access to individuals & families throughout the area. The Christmas Boxes prepared by St. Bernard’s will follow the list prepared by The Moncton Food Bank. Appropriate toys will be included, with attention to the 12-18 year old age group, which have been identified as a group overlooked frequently in the past.

The knitted hats, socks, mittens, etc. from the Mitten Tree of Advent will continue to be shared in the boxes, Crossroads for Women, Reconnect & other places. These have been a warm reminder of caring.  The needs of individuals occur throughout the year, not just at Christmas, that is why you will see that in your parish envelopes in late November, that there is an envelope ‘For People in Need’. Donations will be used to support the Christmas Boxes as well as identified needs at other times. For those who want to designate a contribution specifically to ‘Christmas Boxes’, they may do so by putting that information on a plain envelope.
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Book of the Faithful Departed
Traditionally, during the month of November, we remember and pray for, in a special way, all our deceased loved ones.  The Church encourages you to continue this tradition by entering the names of that dear to you in the BOOK OF THE FAITHFUL DEPARTED.  If your loved ones’ names were already entered in the book in previous years, they are still in the book and will be prayed for during our liturgies.  This book has been placed at the back of the church for the whole month of November and we invite you, if you wish, to enter the names of those members of your family or friends who you would like to be remembered and prayed for by our church.
