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Lenten Penitential celebration is intended for all who have already celebrated the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  We are invited to listen to the word of the Lord, and take some time to examine our Christian living (examination of conscience) in preparation for Easter…What attitudes or actions have kept us from loving God and neighbor the way the Lord calls us to do?  Maybe we have hardened our hearts to others, or hurt others…The Lord calls us to come back with all our hearts… to recognize and celebrate his forgiveness, mercy, compassion and peace.  The opportunity to celebrate this sacrament, and to help us welcome the Lord’s pardon and peace,  will be offered at St. Augustine's, April 14 @ 7 PM.  May we all take advantage of these sacred days to draw ever nearer to the Lord.
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The Mass of Chrism is one of the most solemn and significant liturgies of our church.  During the Mass, Most Rev. Valéry Vienneau, our bishop will bless the oil of catechumens, the oil of the sick, and the oil of chrism.  This Mass also acknowledges the ministry of priests who renew their commitment of service.  The Mass of Chrism gathers the faithful of the diocese at their mother church with their shepherd to prepare for celebrations of Christ in all our churches throughout the year.  The Bilingual Mass of Chrism will be held at the Our Lady of the Assumption Cathedral, in Moncton, on Tues., April 15th at 7 PM. Welcome to all.
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This Sunday,  Palm Sunday,  we celebrate  the triumphal entry of Jesus Christ into Jerusalem, the week before his death and resurrection.   Palm Sunday is also referred to as "Passion Sunday."  It marks the beginning of Holy Week, which concludes on Easter Sunday. 

When Jesus entered Jerusalem, the crowds greeted him by waving palm branches and covering his path with palm branches.   Immediately following this great time of celebration in the ministry of Jesus, he begins his journey to the cross. 
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Holy Week is the week which precedes the great feast of the Resurrection on Easter Sunday -- it includes the last days of Lent and the beginning of the Easter Triduum.  During Holy Week, the Church celebrates the mysteries of salvation accomplished by Christ in the last days of his life on earth, beginning with his messianic entrance into Jerusalem.
