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There are many who have great difficulty breathing with scents given off by colognes, sprays, perfumes, etc.

The Parish encourages all users of our place of worship and meeting rooms/offices to refrain from using scents.
Throughout the year our bulletin is usually filled with announcements.  So, in the lull between spring teas and fall suppers and before various meetings begin, perhaps there is an opportunity to talk about RCIA at St. Bernard’s.  The initials stand for “Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (and Children).”  The roots of RCIA extend far back into the early centuries of Christianity.  By the end of the second century, Jesus Christ’s followers were bringing new members into their community (i.e. initiating them) through a single celebration of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist.  For these early Christians, the journey to this celebration was long and cautious because of the persecution of Christians.  One would risk becoming a Christian only after careful reflection.  Vatican II revived this practice of initiation, which continues today as the Rite.  The word “initiation” itself means beginning to do something – for us it means beginning to truly live our lives as Jesus lived his.

The RCIA team at St. Bernard’s exists to welcome individuals who are wondering about the Roman Catholic Church and to help them in their search for spiritual guidance and a sense of church community.  We also welcome those Catholics who haven’t yet completed their preparation for Confirmation and Eucharist and wish to do so.  Also, parishioners may not be aware that children who have not been baptized are not placed in regular catechism classes.  Instead, if their parents want them to have some religious education and will help them, they are welcomed into the RCIA process adapted for children.  When ready, they receive the three sacraments of initiation at one celebration.  Whether adult or child inquirer, candidate or catechumen, the team provides the elements for preparation including prayer, reflection on the Sunday liturgy of the Word, education about our faith and mutual support during the ups and downs of our individual journeys of faith.
