There are 7 additional optional sessions offered on various topics related to catechesis; participants will be asked to select 4 in order of preference, of which they will attend 3.  Topics choices are:  I Have Answered the Call to be a Catechist! Now What?, , Making Room for God: a Way of Life that Guides and Steadies,  Engaging Your Parish with Social Media,  The Gospels: Then and Now, , Hand in Hand: the Evangelizing Catechist, , The Nuts and Bolts of Coaching Parents, , and Why is Jesus on the Simpsons?. At Birthright she is listened to, calmed and encouraged, and offered practical help so that instead of feeling pressured to have an abortion, she can more easily make positive choices for herself and her baby. Volunteers care for the unborn child by caring for his or her mother.  Birthright’s annual “Flower Day” fundraiser will be held after the liturgies at St. Bernard’s, St. Augustine's, and St. Lawrence O'Toole the weekend of  October 25th and 26th. 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World Mission Sunday - October 19
Every Christian shares in the mission of the Church and that all should become more involved in today’s missionary work.  It is the responsibility of all believers to spread the Gospel.
