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Supporting the Karing Kitchen
For over 25 years, the Karing Kitchen has been serving a hot meal from Mon. to Fri. at noontime to the homeless and needy. For many individuals this is their only opportunity to interact with others. Currently the Karing Kitchen is serving into the thousands of meals each month. A sign of the face of poverty is that many children are among the number ministered to in this way. St. Bernard's has been an ongoing supporter of the Karing Kitchen, and one of the annual events we have participated in is, 'Let's Do Lunch'. You will see the little red cards at the church entrances. You can send these to a friend or family member and the note on the card says that a donation to the meals has been made in their honor. Then you fill out the white paper inside the card, put it and your donation in an envelope marked Karing Kitchen and simply place it in the collection basket at mass. We will deliver these envelopes to the Karing Kitchen. Thank you from the hungry of the downtown area.
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Christmas Boxes:  The Social Justice team has begun planning for the Christmas Boxes for the needy. St. Bernard's will prepare 50 boxes this year. Coordination of the food boxes is done in collaboration with the Food Depot/ Alimentaire, so that boxes have the same contents and recipients are registered. Monies for the Christmas boxes come from the generous donations received through the special envelope for People in Need and individual contributions. Those who wish to request a box can call the parish social justice phone line at 204-4882 for guidance. 
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What is ReConnect?  The ReConnect Street Intervention Program is part of the YMCA. They have been providing short term and long term assistance for several years, through outreach to youth and adults who are homeless or at risk of being homeless. Through immediate charitable action and work to help individuals develop choices and approaches in their life that will help them be more self sufficient. ReConnect partners with downtown merchants, community organizations and local churches to ensure that overall community needs are being addressed as well as the needs of those they are helping. ReConnect often meets individuals and families at times of crisis, so they are addressing issues with food, safe housing, employment and counseling. The downtown churches gather monthly with ReConnect to receive updates on their interventions, hear about services and resources available and consider ways that we can be of assistance.  Once such initiative has been the Wednesday afternoon drop-in, which takes place at St. George’s Anglican Church and is hosted by local church volunteers and ReConnect staff. It is a friendly, social time where volunteers chat and listen, play card games and Bingo and share a cup of tea. It is an opportunity for the homeless, or nearly homeless to stay warm, safe and see a smiling face.  If you want to learn more about ReConnect, call the St. Bernard’s social justice phone line. 
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Calling All Knitters:  Our tradition of having the ‘Mitten Tree’ at the main entrance of the church will continue this year. The cozy hats, scarves and mittens have been placed in Christmas boxes for those in need and also shared with the Karing Kitchen, Crossroads for Women and Reconnect, to name a few. These items do not need to be handmade, however for those who are handy with the knitting needles, some yarn will be available at the St. Bernard's Parish Office. There has been greater need for the larger sizes due to the numbers of young and older adults at risk from the winter cold due to poor living conditions. Thank you for your thoughtfulness.
