Children’s catechesis:  Since March 2014, a group with representation from each of the pastoral units of the English sector have been dialoguing about the process & the resources used for children’s catechesis in our parishes.  Given that the Canadian Conference of Catholic  Bishops will not be renewing the present children’s catechetical resource, Born in the Spirit, this group was formed to look at what we will use to replace it.  These meetings offered an opportunity to dialogue about how we catechize our children, & what changes we might need to make to be more effective in this ministry.   Once we have completed our discernment & discussion, recommendations will be made to Archbishop Valéry Vienneau for approval.  Our goal is that beginning the fall of 2016, all parishes in the English deanery will use the same resource for children’s catechesis & the same format.
