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On Dec.13, 2016 we opened the "Door of Mercy" in the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Assumption. Pope Francis invites us during the year to pass through that door to help us discover the depth of God's mercy and to come out showing mercy to others. On August 16, we started the repair works at the cathedral. For safety reasons we decided to close the cathedral until October 31 for the first part of the repairs.
