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Milk Bag Mats for the Homeless
Our Confirmation students have been working diligently with your contributions of milk bags to fold, cut, loop and weave 400 milk bags into mats.
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These mats offer people an alternative to sleeping on the cold and damp ground. These mats are invaluable, durable and washable. It takes approximately 400 milk bags to make an adult sized mat.  Why do we use milk bags? They don’t disintegrate, are very strong, don’t retain moisture, have a life span of 25 years, are UV ray resistant, are washable and are very colorful.  
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Weave:  A few pieces of wood and some nails is all that is needed to create a frame for weaving mats. This is a picture of a loaded loom.
The process required as many stages, from folding and cutting the bags, looping in various lengths, loading the loom and then weaving.

St. Bernard's Confirmation Candidates 2016-2017
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Parishioners in hospital:  Parishioners in Moncton City Hospital and the Georges Dumont Hospital are reminded that if they wish to receive a visit from the parish priest, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish when they are admitted to hospital.  The clergy visiting lists for priests and pastoral care visitors are printed out according to parish identification. This means that if you haven’t identified yourself as belonging to our parish, the priest or pastoral care visitors will not be aware that you have been admitted to hospital and thus will not be able to visit.  Due to changes in the “Privacy Act”, PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL are reminded that if they wish a visit from a Priest, or to receive Holy Communion while in hospital, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish and to state that “they wish to request a visit from a priest or from a member of the Parish Pastoral Care team.”  If they wish to receive a visit from the parish pastoral team, parishioners at the Georges Dumont Hospital are asked to contact the St. Bernard's parish office.
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Senior Support Services

A wide range of support services are offered by the Red Cross throughout Canada to provide daily to help seniors stay in their homes longer by increasing independence and promoting health and safety. Telephone Reassurance Program:  This program offers a unique two-tiered social inclusion and wellness check program to adults living in New Brunswick:

Tier 1: Social Inclusion: This program matches compassionate volunteers with socially or geographically isolated and vulnerable adults living in New Brunswick. Volunteers phone clients regularly to provide social interaction and support and promote community engagement. 

Tier 2: Wellness Checks: This program provides an added level of support and security for adults throughout the province who may be of increased vulnerability due to isolation, illness, or lacking immediate social support networks. Coordinators from the Canadian Red Cross’ 24-hour bilingual Client Service Centre phone to conduct a wellness check and ensure the client is remaining safe in their home. This program provides peace of mind to the client, their family and caregivers.
