Journey Through Advent:  The CCCB’s Advent video series continues this week.  The 
newest video will be on the website by December 7th.  Developed to help the Canadian 
Catholic faithful prepare for the celebration of the birth of Jesus, the videos serve as an 
introduction to the liturgical season and present reflections on the Gospel readings for 
each Sunday in Advent. The Most Reverend Douglas Crosby, O.M.I., Bishop of Hamilton 
and the Most Reverend Pierre Goudreault, Bishop of Saint-Anne-de-la-Pocatière, 
provide spiritual and pastoral guidance on the readings that illustrate the true meaning of 
Christmas.  Especially relevant given the COVID-19 pandemic that places limitations on 
in-person gatherings for faith communities, it is hoped that Journey through Advent will 
be a source of deep spiritual solace and insightful preparation for all.  The series may be 
accessed via the following link:

Registering for Christmas Food Box 
Like most things this year, planning will be different with the Christmas Food 
Boxes. St. Bernard's will be supporting 50 boxes and registering individuals 
for those boxes. You will need to call the St. Bernard's Social Justice line 
at 204-4882 and leave your name and a phone number where you can be 
reached. If we cannot reach you at that number, your name will not be 
able to be registered. The person phoning you back will provide all the 

details and answer questions you may have. 
The list of 50 names we register through St. Bernard's will be sent to the Food Bank and the 
Christmas Box will be delivered or can be picked up from there.  
Please note, no boxes will be prepared or delivered from the church this year due to 
COVID-19 guidelines. 

Cutoff date to register with St. Bernard's for a Christmas food box is Dec.10, 2020. 
 
Donors and Volunteers for Christmas Boxes 
Volunteers - because we will not be preparing food boxes or doing deliveries at the church 
this year, anyone who wishes to volunteer with this activity may contact the Food Depot 
Alimentaire 383-4281 to offer their assistance with this important charitable work this 
Christmas season. 
 
Donations 
Since the early 1950's parishioners have always been so generous with the Christmas 
Boxes fund. This year we will be paying the Food Depot Alimentaire directly to sponsor the 
50 boxes St. Bernard's is supporting. You can make your donation to the Christmas Boxes 
by sending an envelope to the parish with your envelope number on it, or name and address, 
so your donation can be recorded for tax receipt purposes (included with your St. Bernard's 
annual receipt). If you have any questions, please leave a message at the parish office 857-
0425 and a member of the Social Justice team will return your call. 
In the November envelopes, you will see an envelope marked 'People in Need' The 
funds from this collection are used throughout the year for various requests.  Thank you once 
again for your care and support.
