LITURGY FORMATION PROGRAM – YEAR TWO:  Following a very successful 1st year, the Liturgy Formation Program continues with 4 sessions over the course of the next year, avoiding potential “storm months”. The sessions are intended for members of Pastoral Ministry Teams, Liturgy Committees, Art and Environment Committees, those in Liturgical and Catechetical leadership (Sacristans and Coordinators, Music Ministers, RCIA Teams, as well as those who lead Baptism or Marriage Preparation), and all who wish to deepen their formation in the liturgical life of the Church.
