 The VON will be in the church hall Thurs. Nov.7th from 10 AM -12 noon to give flu shots. The cost is $25.00. Remember to wear a short sleeve shirt.  The VON advise that you eat breakfast the day of your flu shot.  Flu shots are free to the following individuals:  seniors 65 years of age and older, children between 6 months and 18 years, pregnant women and mothers of children under 5, and individuals living in a household with children under 5.
Please note: if you have a chronic disease (like diabetes) you can get the flu shot for free but only at your physician's office or at a pharmacy.
