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Experiencing Homelessness:  The 6th Report Card on Homelessness in Greater Moncton 2013 - Some more positives - continued from last week.
Tannery Court Co-Operative - offers safe and affordable housing to 90 tenants in two buildings in Greater Moncton. In 2012, Tannery Court started to offer support services such as counselling, program delivery & other services that help tenants stay in their homes, reduce their risk of homelessness, and help tenants to become strong and successful members of society.
Towards the end of 2012, funding from Social Development for two outreach workers helped to establish the Supportive Housing (Sun Moncton) Network, the objective of which is to house long-term shelter users, and to provide supports to help them maintain their tenancy.
Thanks to the Knights of Columbus  - Our friends at the Greater Moncton Association for Community Living, who work with individuals and families of individuals living with intellectual disabilities, moved to a building on High Street.  Because they serve clients who are in wheelchairs or unable to climb stairs, they were in need of a ramp. Under the coordination efforts of Jim White; K of C councils 7940(St. Augustine's), 1310(Moncton),and 9270 (Riverview), they arranged support to ensure the ramp was constructed. PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL
Parishioners in Moncton City Hospital are reminded that if they wish to receive a visit from the parish priest, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish when they are admitted to hospital.  The clergy visiting lists for priests & pastoral care visitors are printed out according to parish identification.  This means that if you haven’t identified yourself as belonging to our parish, the priest or pastoral care visitors will not be aware that you have been admitted to hospital and thus will not be able to visit.  Due to changes in the “Privacy Act”, PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL are reminded that if they wish a visit from a Priest, or to receive Holy Communion while in hospital, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish and to state that “they wish to request a visit from a priest or from a member of the Parish Pastoral Care team.”  Parishioners (family members) at the Georges Dumont Hospital are asked to contact the Parish Office if they wish to receive a visit from their parish priest or parish pastoral care visitor.  Unfortunately, at the Georges Dumont Hospital, we are unable to generate a clergy visiting list according to parish identification.  This means that if you or your family hasn’t contacted the Parish Office to inform us of your admittance to this hospital, we are unaware of your admittance and thus, will not be able to visit.
