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Experiencing Homelessness:  The 6th Report Card on Homelessness in Greater Moncton 2013 - (Some more positives - continued from last week)
· Towards the end of the year, Moncton City Council unanimously passed a motion to establish a Committee on Poverty that will look at municipal responses to poverty in other jurisdictions.

· Social Development has revised its process for screening applicants for housing.  Applicants can now call 1-866-426-5191, and they will be screened over the phone.  If they qualify, they will be put on the waiting list for housing the same day.  No more three months waiting period to be added to the waiting list.

· There were other positive changes on the provincial level:  The minimum wage increased to $ 10.00 an hour in April; a dental and vision plan for low-income children was put in place in September.

The Home Energy Assistance Program provides a $100 benefit designed to help low-income families cope with high energy prices. The program will provide a payment of $100 to families with incomes up to, and including $28,000.  Applications are available at both entrances of the church.
