Experiencing Homelessness:  The Sixth Report Card on Homelessness in Greater Moncton, 2013.  (continued from last week)  The number of people in Greater Moncton relying on Income Assistance remained stable in 2012, at 4,919 in December compared to 4,950 at the end of 2011.  Anyone living on Social Assistance is, of course, living in poverty.  Some 78% of those on IA receive $ 537 per month, $ 6,444 per year, which is much below Statistics Canada's Low- Income Cut-Offs.  The LICO's suggest that a single person living in a metro area the size of Greater Moncton needs $ 15, 865 per year to be at or above the poverty line.
