Karing  Kitchen - Fridays, 9 AM -1:30 PM, is St. Bernard's day to help the team at St. John's United Church Hall on Alma St. (a block away from St. Bernard's) with preparing and serving food at the Karing Kitchen. A rotation is in place so you may only be required once every month.

Experiencing Homelessness: The 6th Report Card on Homelessness in Greater Moncton 2013. (continued) Shelter admissions up in 2012.  The shelters have seen a certain amount of instability recently, with Harvest House closed most of 2011 and some of 2010 for construction, and House of Nazareth closed in late 2010 because of a bed bug infestation.  Both operated for the full year in 2012, and admissions were up slightly.  The total number of individuals is around 700, although we know that there is some double counting, as individuals move back and forth between the two shelters.
