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Who works for Social Justice at St. Bernard's ?  Answer: all of us. No matter how young or old, abled or disabled, rich or poor; there is always something each of us can do through word & deed to show concern, caring and respect for others.  That being said, we have a Social Justice & Community Life Committee which works under the Pastoral Ministry Team, to look at social justice participation of the parish.  "Give a man a fish and you feed him for a day. Teach a man to fish and you feed him for a lifetime."  

Our Committee:  Our Social Justice & Community Life Committee comes from the 1,150 families of St. Bernard's Church, a welcoming congregation of brothers and sisters who gather for communal worship, a strong and vibrant Christian community with roots dating back more than 130 years in Moncton.   

Vision:  Our Social Justice and Community Life vision is to help restore dignity of life for the poor and marginalized people. 

Mission:  Our mission is to respond to the needs of the poor, lonely, downtrodden, misunderstood and vulnerable in our Parish Community (using our definition of 'community' from past social justice messages). 

Our Values:  The following values guide our attitudes & actions.  

Charity / Direct Service:  We recognize that charity is extremely important because it meets the immediate needs of those who without help could go hungry, go homeless, be left alone and forgotten. In charity we give people 'fish and bread' to eat.

Empowerment:  We are committed to providing our services and expertise to help people help themselves. In actions helping to restore a person's sense of dignity, we help people 'learn to fish and bake bread'.

Advocacy:  We seek out and respond to the underlying causes of why people are poor, suffering, homeless, sick or alienated. We endeavor to change the social structures that cause that suffering.

Education:  We create an awareness on issues that simply gives information on a social justice concern. 

How Can You Get Involved...here are a few ways parishioners can support Social Justice initiatives in the community:  The Karing Kitchen serves a hot, noon meal Mon-Fri. weekly. Fri. is St. Bernard's day to assist with the food preparation & serving. Can you spare a Fri. every month or 6 weeks? Leave your name at the rectory & you will be contacted. The downtown churches hold a drop in for the homeless & at risk persons on Wed. afternoons from 1-3 PM at St. George's Church hall. There is a rotation of volunteers so it is not a commitment every week. If this is something you can do, leave your name & number at the rectory & Claudia McCloskey will get back to you. 2014 New Brunswick Low-Income Seniors' Benefit.  To assist low-income seniors in New Brunswick, the government offers an annual benefit to qualifying applicants.  ELIGIBILITY:  To qualify for the 2014 annual benefit of $400 the applicant must have been a resident of New Brunswick on December 31, 2013 and a recipient of a benefit under the Old Age Security Act (Canada), notably: The Federal Guaranteed Income Supplement (GIS) during 2013 (must be 65 years or older) or, the Federal Allowance for the Survivor during 2013 (must be between 60-64 years old) or, the Federal Allowance during 2013 (must be between 60-64 years old).  Important: Persons in receipt of a Federal allowance who are under the age of 60 do not qualify for this benefit.  Where both spouses receive the GIS and reside in the same household, only one $400.00 benefit will be granted. However, where spouses live separately (for example, one residing in a nursing home), both will be eligible for the benefit.  Applications forms will be available at each church entrance.
