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ST. BERNARD'S BUILDING 
COMMITTEE UPDATE
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From now until the end of the year, the Building Committee wants to take you on a walk down memory lane!  Do you remember in 2008 when, as a Parish, we seriously started talking about renovations that were needed to retain both the architectural integrity and the day-to-day functionality of St. Bernard’s?   At that time, as Parishioners, we also identified the desire to install an elevator to ensure accessibility for all.

We all agreed that we needed to understand the scope of what “had to be done” to maintain the Church; as well as what “could be done” to enhance the Parishioner experience.  With the results of an extensive infrastructure assessment in hand, the Building Committee was created to develop and implement a plan that would act on the findings of the infrastructure assessment.

The Building Committee, chaired by Lew Cummings, had the following three keys areas of focus:  
Construction and Maintenance Committee, lead by Ron Cormier managed all aspects of each construction project.  This included determining the scope of each project, obtaining quotes to get the work completed, overseeing all construction work completed and ensuring projects were completed on time and on budget.

Fund Raising Committee was lead by Peter Burns prior to his untimely passing and then by Reg Lebans.  This Committee was responsible to raise $1,000,000!  The team organized fund raising activities that provided Parishioners with ways to participate and help raise money; everything from bake sales to an auction to selling tickets; right up to our major capital campaign.

Communications Committee, lead by Maura McKinnon, lead all aspects of communication to ensure that each of you had the opportunity to provide your input into what you felt was important to be included in the work of the Building Committee.  The Committee’s main responsibility was to keep you keep informed of the work of the Building Committee and all the ways you would be able to participate; as well as provide communications support to the Fund Raising Committee.
A team of Parishioners worked to create the following vision statement and guiding principles to serve as the foundation of all work of the Building Committee.
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Building Committee Vision:  As a vibrant faith community, we will create an environment that promotes a sense of belonging for all generations while reinforcing St. Bernard’s history and 
architectural presence.
