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Hospice Greater Moncton provides palliative care in the home, and offers grief and bereavement support groups, all at no cost.   They provide compassionate care and help their clients celebrate life – even when there is no cure.  Hospice care is for people of all ages, race, creed and status.  The following programs and services, at no cost.
Palliative In-Home Support
For those who have a terminal or life limiting medical diagnosis or their family.

A trained volunteer goes to the home once a week to help with companionship, meal prep, walks, respite for family, and drives to appointments.

We accept self-referrals and accept those facing terminal illness at any time they feels she/he can benefit from hospice's services.
Grief and Bereavement Support Groups 
We provide seven week grief and bereavement sessions for those who have lost a loved one.  The sessions are held spring and fall.  We accept self-referrals and welcome new individuals.
Volunteer Training and Support
In-Home Palliative Care Volunteers receive a 9 week, 30 hour course standardized by the Canadian Hospice Palliative Care Association (CHPCA).
