Fall Sessions—Year Three

September 5/6— RCIA in the Parish-Beyond the Rites (Catherine Ecker) This
session will address the practical aspects of journeying with those seeking initiation: what
happens when a person approaches the parish asking to be baptized/become a Roman
Catholic? How does a parish journey with inquirers, the baptized, catechumens,
candidates, elect, etc, through the various periods? How does formation/catechesis take
place that honors the life and religious experiences that people come with? What 1s
crucial? How 1s each period different? How does all this work and play out in a parish?

October 3/4— Accompanying Those Who Approach the Church for

Sacraments and at Other Moments in their Lives (K/ara Kinahan)
This session 1s intended to assist those who, as part of their ministry or job in the parish,
meet with and/or support those who request sacraments or a funeral, etc. and who may be
unfamiliar with our rituals and the various principles that as a Church are very important
to us. How do we respond with compassion and sensitivity to those who may challenge or
object to what we offer, as a Church? How do we provide pastoral care, and at the same
time, respect the guidelines of the Church and parish practices?

November 7/8— Liturgy Bits and Bites (Deb Gillespie) This session will
cover: How to Compose Prayers of the Faithful and Collect Prayers; Liturgical Terms;
Resources for Liturgists; Differences in Devotional Prayer and Liturgical Prayer;
Choosing Music for Liturgy; Non-negotiables in Liturgy; Quotes to Remember;
Environment, Symbols, etc., and participants questions answered.
