Parent Coaching: Sharing Your Faith with Your Child
As indicated in a December insert in all bulletins, beginning September 2016, Archbishop Valéry Vienneau has mandated the use of a new catechism program in the English sector of the diocese using a model called parent coaching.  To help ease the implementation of that process and to provide support to catechists who will lead these sessions, Leisa Anslinger, an expert in parent 
coaching, will be in the diocese on February 5th and 6th offering workshops (same, repeated twice).  She will talk about what it means to be a catechist using this model, how we accompany parents in this way, and lead us in a catechism session showing how the new model will look.  She will also respond to other questions and concerns.  Please note that since parents will now be joining their children during each catechism session they will be unable to serve as the catechist.  However, if you think this might be something you can do, or want more information, you are invited to attend one of these days with Leisa.  Workshops take place at St. Bernard’s Church hall from 9 AM to 4 PM. Registration deadline is Tuesday, Feb.2, and can be done by contacting Ellen or your parish catechetical coordinator.  Even if you are only considering this, please join us.
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Syrian Refugee Meeting
A meeting was held on Sunday, December 6, 2015 at St. Bernard's to present information on how local Community groups and Churches could participate in the Syrian refugee program. Since any action taken by Saint Bernard's Church will mean an involvement from a number of parishioners, it was agreed that a further meeting should be held on Sunday, January 17th, 2016 to outline expectations and further details of the program.  For those interested in this Social Justice initiative, could you mark your calendars now for this important upcoming meeting. 
Partners in Healing Speakers Series:  Here is an opportunity to begin our journey for this Year of Mercy. The John Howard Society’s Partners in Healing project was funded by the Correctional Service Canada from 2001 until 2013. During that time multiple community events brought victims, and victims groups, together with inmates and community members to hear stories of healing, to learn about restorative justice, and to build healthy relationships with each other. By 2013, 3 active restorative justice committees inside three federal prisons in NB and NS were started and continue to this day to bring inmates, community, and often victims, together on a monthly basis to learn and grow through restorative practices. For 2016-2017, the Partners in Healing project is broadening the scope of its work by engaging the broader community in the creation of more respectful, caring responses to social justice issues and concerns. We will do this by creating safe spaces for thoughtful dialogue with informed speakers. The first session will be on Sun., Jan.31 at St. Bernard’s Church Hall. The speaker will be Mr. Lee Cohen, a lawyer from Halifax whose practice specializes in immigration, refugees and human rights.
