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Remember that Lent is a joyful march toward Holy Easter and that all the readings, rituals and penitential practices are not done mournfully, but with the Risen Christ in mind and heart.  Yet, it is also a time of ritual lamentation, of acknowledging the brokenness and pain in our lives and in our world.  Lent allows us to articulate the grief and anger we feel through prayer texts and song, to seek repentance and healing by turning to Christ, to do something concrete by works of charity, and to fast in order to give food to others.  The prayer and action are the work of the entire community, children as well as adults.  Prayer, fasting and almsgiving are not just Lenten disciplines – they are, rather, the year-round regimen of Christian living; the disciplines that many would say, form us as disciples.  Lent is like a retreat.  Throughout the year the church is directed out into the world, but during these 40 days we pull back into ourselves for reflection and self-examination.  We make ourselves “right with God”.

Petition on Euthanasia and Assisted Suicide

You are invited to sign a Petition in support of some of the most vulnerable members of our society: those nearing the end of their lives be they chronically or terminally ill, elderly or person with a disability.  Following a decision by the Supreme Court of Canada last year, the Parliament in Ottawa is expected this year to consider a bill to legalize assisted suicide and/or euthanasia.  Such a bill would allow doctors to take part in ending the lives of their patients via lethal means.  In response to this very serious situation leaders from more than 30 Christian denominations have endorsed a joint Declaration on Euthanasia and Assisted Suicide.  You are invited to sign a Petition in support of this Declaration.  The Petition will be sent to our Member of Parliament.    The joint statement advocates for palliative care, respect for the dignity of the human person, human solidarity and psychological, spiritual and emotional support as the ethical and moral response in end-of-life care.

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Low Gluten Hosts
Gluten intolerance has become more prevalent in recent years.  Prompted by faithful Catholics wanting to receive Communion, we have ordered a supply of low gluten hosts (yields less than .01% gluten content per bread/wafer).  We already have a few parishioners that have sourced their own supply & place them in their own personal pyx for consecration at mass.  If you are diagnosed with gluten intolerance, you must purchase your personal pyx and low gluten hosts are now available at our Parish office during office hours.
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PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL
Parishioners in Moncton City Hospital are reminded that if they wish to receive a visit from the parish priest, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish when they are admitted to hospital.  The clergy visiting lists for priests & pastoral care visitors are printed out according to parish identification.  This means that if you haven’t identified yourself as belonging to our parish, the priest or pastoral care visitors will not be aware that you have been admitted to hospital and thus will not be able to visit.  Due to changes in the “Privacy Act”, PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL are reminded that if they wish a visit from a Priest, or to receive Holy Communion while in hospital, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish and to state that “they wish to request a visit from a priest or from a member of the Parish Pastoral Care team.”  Parishioners (family members) at the Georges Dumont Hospital are asked to contact the Parish Office if they wish to receive a visit from their parish priest or parish pastoral care visitor.  Unfortunately, at the Georges Dumont Hospital, we are unable to generate a clergy visiting list according to parish identification.  This means that if you or your family hasn’t contacted the Parish Office to inform us of your admittance to this hospital, we are unaware of your admittance and thus, will not be able to visit.

The Karing Kitchen offers basic, nutritional meals to all who come, five days a week, 52 weeks a year.  They depend on private donations of both cash and foodstuffs to keep their doors open.
