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The Mass of Chrism (Bilingual) is one of the most solemn and significant liturgies of our church. During the Mass, our Archbishop will bless the oil of catechumens, the oil of the sick, and consecrate the oil of chrism. This Mass also acknowledges the ministry of priests who renew their commitment of service. The Mass of Chrism gathers the faithful of the diocese at their mother church with their shepherd to prepare for celebrations of Christ in all our churches throughout the year.

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Next Sunday, March 20th is Palm Sunday
We celebrate  the triumphal entry of Jesus Christ into Jerusalem, the week before his death and resurrection.   Palm Sunday is also referred to as "Passion Sunday."  It marks the beginning of Holy Week, which concludes on Easter Sunday.   When Jesus entered Jerusalem, the crowds greeted him by waving palm branches and covering his path with palm branches. Immediately following this great time of celebration in the ministry of Jesus, he begins his journey to the cross.
